News from the National Library of Australia

Four Rare 18 Century Dutch NavigationaCharts Loaned to the National Library

The National Library of Australia has received a long term loan of four VOC charts from Mr
Kerry Stokes AO. The four items are vellum navigational charts, including one with ship tracks
associated with a known voyage. The charts will stay at the Library for an indefinite period of
time, and will be displayed in a new permanent exhibition - Treasures Gallery - that opens in
2011.

The particular charts came to light in the 1980s, through the collector Nico Israel of Amsterdam,
and re-emerged in 2007. Three of the charts were drawn in 1735 by Isaak de Graaf, official
cartographer of the VOC, and another was drawn about the same time in the cartographic
workshops of Batavia, the centre of Dutch trade and exploration in the East.

Three of the charts were used for voyages to the East Indies, and one of these has been
associated with a known voyage, namely the /Diemermeer/ (1744-45), thanks to remnant
pencil tracks (which sheds light on longitudinal difficulties facing these voyages). Together with
a detailed chart of the Netherlands ports, another of the Indian Ocean (including western and
northern Australia), plus a chart of the Dutch bases in Java and Borneo (drawn in the Batavian
workshops), these charts provide a unique set of discovery documents for Australia and the
region, and illustrate the VOC experience from home country to colony.

The charts will undergo a specialised process of mounting for display, and in the meantime are
online on the Library's catalogue. The images are zoomable for details.

A Significant Acquisition

A significant geographical item has been acquired and added to the National Library Maps
Collection:
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Solinus, Caius Julius and Pomponius Mela
Polyhistor, rerum toto orbe memorabilium thesaurus locupletissimus...

First edition volume with commentary and woodcut maps by Sebastian Miinster of two classic
geographical texts. Solinus the Roman geographer, grammarian and compiler whose Polyhistor
survived in manuscript until the age of printing, first appearing in printin Venice in 1473. It
incorporated much of Pliny's Natural History as well as Pomponius Mela's texts on geography,
and also included brief remarks on a number of historical, social, religious and natural history
questions. Pomponius Mela's work was the classic geographical text of the Middle Ages, which
in part expounds the argument that the known landmasses in the Northern hemisphere must
have antipodean counterparts to balance them.

This important edition was edited by Sebastian Munster, a very significant figure in the history
of sixteenth-century cartography. In 1540 Munster published his own modernised edition of
Ptolemy, which included a number of ground-breaking remade maps. Of particular interest in
this volume is the large folding map of Asia, which covers the area from the Cape of Good Hope
and the Nile, the Indian Ocean, India, China and the Pacific Ocean, and which shows in the
northeast corner a strip of land called "Terra incognita”. The volume is also considered to be
‘the earliest representation of the north-west coast of America on a printed map' (Burden) and
in fact according to Eames (see Jones) 'the earliest... indication of the western coast’. Burden
also points out that this map also has one of the earliest depictions of a strait between Asia and
America’, nearly 200 years before Vitus Bering's voyages to the region. Itis also the first work
to include a printed map of Asia as a whole. "Regnum Malacha™ in the southeast corner is in the
approximate area of north-eastern Australia.

The volume has been catalogued and the maps are to be digitsed and placed online in 2009.

News from the Maps Section, State Library of NSW

a) Vallard Atlas

The State Library of New South Wales recently purchased the fine art facsimile of the Vallard
atlas (http://library.sl.nsw.gov.au/record=b2908016 . This is the Dieppe world atlas that was
produced circa 1547, and is now held at the Huntington Library in California. The Vallard atlas
was discussed in depth in two recent books: William A. R. Richardson's Was Australia Charted
before 1606and Peter Trickett's Beyond CapricoriRichardson and Trickett arrived at very
different conclusions on what the Vallard atlas represents. Researchers now have an
opportunity to view the atlas at the State Library of New South Wales, and to decide for
themselves about whether it presents evidence of 16th-century Portuguese exploration of the
Australian coast.

b) Electronic RecordBroject

In June 2008 the State Library received funding from the New South Wales State government
for an electronic records project as around 70% of our collections do not have online records.
The Map collections are a major focus of the project. Over the past 12 months over 2,500
records have been added or upgraded. Material added to the online catalogue ranges from rare
17th century Dutch maps through to sub-division plans for twentieth century Sydney. You can

On Monday 17 August, the head of the National Library's Maps Cataloguing team, Senja Randall,
and Maps Curator Martin Woods, contributed to a cataloguing and collection management
workshop at the State Library of NSW. In attendance were 28 people from the State Library of
New South Wales.

The workshop covered a wide range of topics, including Map cataloguing policies and practice,
collection development, approaches to series mapping, and access to maps. The NLA

demonstrated recent examples of the use being made of templates and pattern sheets to more
rapidly create catalogue records.

The event was a highly beneficial sharing of knowledge, with very active involvement from
attendees. It also showed up the need for more collaboration among map libraries, and the
development of training in cataloguing and collection management. At the close of the
workshop staff of both libraries targeted areas of acquisition where there is identified overlap,
particularly in areas of Australian series mapping, and cadastral mapping, for further attention.

A broader but similar workshop is planned for the ANZMapS conference in Adelaide, on April 9.

Patricia Alonso Memorial Prize

On Thursday 27 August 2009 the Geospatial Science Students' Association at RMIT University held its
annual dinner at the San Remo Ballroom in Carlton North, Melbourne. [This was the location for the
film 'Strictly Ballroom'.] Greg Eccleston presented the Patricia Alonso Memorial Prize on behalf of our
President, Dr Martin Woods, who was unable to be present. About 200 persons - RMIT University
geospatial students and graduates, RMIT University staff, the Victorian Surveyor-General, and
presenters of prizes - were in attendance. It was a most successful and enjoyable evening, and
congratulations must go to the students' organising committee and RMIT staff (especially Rod Deakin
and Nicolette Mackenzie) who assisted in the planning.

Greg encouraged those at the dinner to join ANZMaps, and distributed application forms to join
ANZMaps to various students, graduates and staff. Nicolette has agreed to have spare copies of the
form placed on the departmental noticeboard.

The Patricia Alonso Memorial Prize is awarded in alternating years by the Australian Map Circle and the
Mapping Sciences Institute of Australia (MSIA) to the student with the best third-year results in the
Bachelor of Applied Science (Multimedia Cartography) degree at RMIT University (until 1992 the Royal
Melbourne Institute of Technology).

The prize commemorates Patricia's contribution to map librarianship through the (former) Australian
Map Circle (AMC). Patricia Alonso was the map curator of the State Library of Victoria in the early 1970s.
She was instrumental in contacting Tom Knight, the Map Curator of the National Library, in 1973, to
suggest he organise a meeting for map curators, in recognition of the rapid increase in the number of
map collections and libraries nationwide. A two-day seminar was duly held at the National Library on 12
& 13 April 1973, with an attendance, by invitation, of about 30 people. At the meeting, the group
undertook to form the Australian Map Curators' Circle (AMCC), with Tom Knight as president. Progress
was rapid. On 22 May 1973, the AMCC and the State Library of Victoria held a seminar on maps and
mapkeeping, and from this beginning, annual meetings evolved into conferences. Patricia was the



founding editor of the AMCC's journal, The Globe, publishing the proceedings of the society for its first
four issues: August 1974 to September 1975, and was AMCC Vice-President in 1978.

When Patricia died in 1989, the AMC executive decided that it would be appropriate to commemorate
her contribution to the AMC in the form of a prize, which was done jointly with the Australian Institute
of Cartographers (now the Mapping Sciences Institute of Australia) of which she was also a member.

Rilot Project to Develop a Repository of Cartographic and Geospatial
Materials at the University of Auckland

In August the University of Auckland Library received word that a joint proposal from the

Library and the School of Geography, Geology and Environment to the Vice-/ KI y OSf f 2 N a
Strategic Development Fund for a pilot project to develop a repository of cartographic and

geospatial materials had been successful.

This project provides for the creation of a repository of high quality New Zealand digitised maps,
aerial photos and spatial datasets to be available for research and teaching purposes in the
University of Auckland and to form the beginnings of a national repository of historical and
contemporary maps with related geospatial data. The project will be managed jointly by staff of
the School of Geography, Geology and Environmental Science (SGGES) and the Library. It will
also involve the support of Land Information New Zealand (LINZ) and the New Zealand Defence
Force (NZDF), both of whom have given verbal agreement for the provision of public domain
maps and aerial photos for scanning.

The School of Geography, Geology and Environmental Science has invested in a large format
scanner Contex Chroma capable of scanning A0+ size originals at 600dpi optical resolution in
full colour.

The map series and aerial photographs for digitisation will be provided from multiple sources ¢
the University Library, NZDF and potential partnerships with LINZ and the National Library. The
SGGES Geo-graphics Unit Manager has built up a considerable network of collaborators working
closely with LINZ and NZDF in background research around digitisation and metadata standards.
The digitised maps and aerial photographs will be stored on a central server, geo-referenced for
use with GIS analytical software and delivered via the GeoNetwork application. In addition,
other digital spatial data will be served in the same fashion.

The anticipated outcomes of the pilot are:

The creation of a core set of high quality New Zealand digital maps, aerial photographs and
related spatial data through a digitisation programme to be available to members of the
University and where appropriate externally;

The delivery of a web portal and related software environment that enables access to geo-
referenced data, maps, photographic collections and related metadata from a variety of
sources. It will also facilitate resource discovery from multiple access points including textual
metadata, spatial co-ordinates and graphical interfaces;

The provision of enhanced integration of access to printed and digital map data;



The scoping of a broader project to develop the repository into a national archive of historic
and contemporary cartographic and geospatial materials;

The exploration of the relationshipwiththS [ A0 N} NBQa ySé t NAY2 OF Gl f 2
harvesting and federated search and discovery;

The implementation of appropriate metadata standards across a range of formats;

The management of access and rights control, including copyright compliance (although most
of the material will be in the public domain).

Austro Hungarian 1912 Maps of Serbia

Some time ago an AMC email listed a directory for the Austro Hungarian 1912 military survey of
Eastern Europe. | had the opportunity to visit Serbia in April/May and while there decided to go
to Uzice to locate my paternal family's ancestral home marked as Bjelosevac on the 1912 maps.
The local Council has a Heritage Archive and there the staff were helpful in searching for this
mysterious village. Mysterious, because the village no longer seemed to exist on any modern
map or memory and even published genealogical research failed to mention it. However at the
11th hour (it was almost closing time for the Archives at 3pm - what a life!) | produced digital
copies of the 1912 maps from my USB thumb drive and voila, the staff were fascinated enough
to persevere (if | gave them a copy - which I dutifully did). | was taken to the genealogical
research author's home to meet with him and as he examined his written notes database,
found a reference to the site. It was not a village but a farm, large enough to be noted by the
Austrians on their survey.

As the sun set around 8pm he decided he had time to take me there in his little car (he was 85
so his daughter drove - she was 60). After a jaunt through the countryside we came upon the
site at the location marked on the 1912 map and to my surprise it fitted the description given
verbally to me by my late father some 30 years ago. Unfortunately any remaining descendants
had moved away many years ago and another large family now occupies the site. It has to be
one of the most beautiful valleys in the area and the mystery still remains as to why my Great
Grandfather chose to move over 120 kms to my relatives present location in Belosevac near
Kragujevac

wish to check it out. This is also a classic case of where a location is split between two maps.

Free Online GIS Bibliography Offers a Rich Information Resource

geographic information science in their fields, Gould says. The bibliography references more
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than 1,000 sourcest mostly journals, magazines, conference proceedings, and books. Though
mainly abstracts, the bibliography also includes some PDFs of articles, conference proceedings,
book chapters, and theses. A vast array of fields and industries where the work involves
geospatial technology and GlScience are covered including marine sciences, health, the
environment, defense, land-use planning, surveying, petroleum, and forestry.

Dr. Duane F. Marble, professor emeritus of geography at Ohio State University, began compiling
the bibliography in the late 1980s. Because Marble and other academics were each creating
individual GIS bibliographies, he saw the need for a more comprehensive public resource.
When Marble retired from his academic position, ESRI became curator of the bibliography. The
staff at the ESRI library in Redlands, California, working with Marble, continues to update the
content and maintain the Web site as a free service to the GIS and GIScience community.
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Australia dominated the contributions, but now we see significant input from other regions
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ESRI librarian Patty Turner says the ESRI GIS Bibliography contains all the abstracts or PDFs to

full papers for every year of the ESRI International User Conference going back to 1993. Many

Citations also come from hundreds of journals such as the International Journal of Geographic

Information Science, Cartographica, and Applied Geography. Turner adds that the bibliography
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The ESRI GIS Bibliography is easy to search using either the basic or advanced search engines.
The advanced search includes boxes for fields such as title, author, keywords, and abstract
along with the type of material being sought and the year range. Under the search feature is an
area where readers can browse for books, conference proceedings, reports, journals,
magazines, and other materials. Key magazines and journals are listed for convenience. Search
results may be downloaded by the user.

The bibliography continues to grow. On average, about 2,000 entries are added each month.

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New Zealand Topo50 Map Series

On Thursday 27 August 2009 the Map and Chart Centre ceased the sale of the NZMS 260
1:50,000 topographical sheets of New Zealand. The NZMS 260 series has served New Zealand
since 1977, when the first sheet T12, Thames ¢ was published. The 260 series replaced the
NZMS 1 1:63,360 series.

The NZMS 260 series is being replaced by the Topo50 series, which will provide the basic
topographical coverage for New Zealand for some years to come. There are 446 sheets in the
new series, plus a further six covering the Chatham Islands, and they are being released all at
the same time. The new sheets will be in A1 portrait format rather than landscape, and will
have new sheet numbers. The new series will use the New Zealand Geodetic Datum 2000
(NZGD2000) and New Zealand Transverse Mercator 2000 (NZTM2000) projection. This is
different from that used for the NZMS 260 series, meaning that any spot on the new maps will
have different co-ordinates from those on the NZMS 260 series. Further information about this

Along with the release of the paper-based Topo50 map series, digital images of the maps will
be publicly available from launch in September 2009.

Raster digital images will be provided in two TIFF formats:

T TIFF format - the whole map including legend and index

1 GeoTIFF format - spatial data area only with georeferencing.
Both formats will be produced at a resolution of 300 DPI.

The Topo50 series is replacing the NZMS 260 series. The 260 series was the result of a decision
made in 1973 to metricate New Zealand mapping. The series consisted of 324 sheets based on
what was, at the time, new photogrammetric mapping plots at a scale of 1:25,000 from up to
date aerial photography. The first North Island sheet was published in 1977, the first South
Island sheet ¢ K30, Punakaiki ¢ appeared two years later. The final sheet was issued in 1997,
and was sheet B43, Dagg, covering part of Fiordland. The series was digitised in the 1990s to
form the NZTopo database, and NZTopoOnlinewas introduced in 1992.

The NZMS 260 series had replaced the NZMS 1 inch to the mile series. The NZMS 1 series had
its origins back in December 1935, at the first meeting of the Mapping Subcommittee of the
New Zealand Committee of Imperial Defence (later the Organisation for National Security),
chaired by Surveyor-General Harry Walshe and including, amongst others, representatives from

Defence, Forestry, Mines, Public Works, Scientific and Industrial Research and Treasury. Its first
interim report defined terms of reference covering the co-ordination of all mapping activities,
with the ultimate object of compiling a topographical map of New Zealand at a scale of one inch
to the mile. The first sheet to be published was N.134, covering Napier and Hastings. It did not
have a series number on it, and was retrospectively numbered. By the end of 1945 153 sheets
had been published, 71 of which covered parts of the North Island, and 82 for the South Island.
These appeared before standards and specifications were agreed. The final sheet in the NZMS
1 series was published in 1975, although Stewart Island and the Chatham Islands were never
included in this series.

A complete listing of the different editions of the NZMS 1 sheets was made by William H. Cutts,
and published in 1992 by the Department of Geography, University of Canterbury as New
Zealand Map Series 1: listing of sheets publisiecbhmprehensive listing of the 260 series is
being prepared by the New Zealand Cartographic Society, and will be available later in the year.

National Digital Forum

Map Stamps from New Zealand

New Zealand Post has just issued a set of maps which, when joined together, make up a map of
New Zealand. Each stamp shows some of the tourist attractions of a particular area,
superimposed on a map of New Zealand. There are 24 stamps making up the sheet, each with
a 50 cents value.

The kiwi term Tiki Tour means a roundabout way to get somewhere, or to take a tour. These
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many of the home-grown fascinations across the land, including wildlife, landscapes, buildings,
statues and industries.

The stamps can be bought as a pack, which includes a large poster showing the sheet of stamps.
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For those who like the technical details, the stamps were designed by Assignment Group in
Wellington, and printed offset lithography by Southern Colour print Ltd. In Dunedin, on Tullis
Russell 104gsm red phosphor gummed stamp paper. The stamps will remain on sale until 4
August 2011, unless stocks are exhausted earlier.

APPROVAL OF CHANGES TO NAME, PURPOSES AND RULES

ANZMaps (formerly the AMC) is an incorporated association under the Victorian Associations
Incorporation Act.

The changes to the name and constitution passed at the Annual General Meeting on 15 March
2009 were approved by the Registrar of Incorporated Assocations on 15 April 2009.

In correspondence with the Registrar, ANZMapS also been advised that (quote):

... it would appear that the rules do not comply with the Associations Incorporation Act, in that
they do not provide for the following

* Quorumand procedure at meetings of the committee: refer rule 27 of the Model Rules
* The grievance procedure: refer rule 8 of the Model Rules

* The manner in which, notices of general meetings are given, published or circulated: refer
rule 12 of the ModeRules

In accordance with Section 21 (3) of the Act, Model Rules numbers 8, 12 & 27 are now deemed
to apply ...

ANZMaps' rules (constitution) should be read in conjunction with these sections of the Model
Rules.

Members should note that these gaps in the rules (our constitution) are longstanding, and had
not been previously drawn to our attention. Our rules had been unchanged since the original
incorporation of the assocation in 1996, and the changes approved at the AGM on 15 March did
not relate to these matters.

There is no requirement in the Act for the assocation to update its rules to comply with the
Act. Rather - as the registrar indicates above - the Act provides that where the association’s
rules do not make provision for matters which are required by the Act, the Model Rules will
apply. Likewise, any provisions in the rules which do not comply with the Act are void and the
Model Rules are used in their place.
