2. Minutes of Previous General Meeting

4. President’s Report (tabled)
President Martin Woods spoke to his report which was distributed to the meeting. 
Judith Scurfield asked if the Patricia Alonso Memorial Prize would be awarded every year. Martin replied that the Committee had approached by MSIA to clarify their ongoing involvement, and as MSIA already awards a prize to RMIT cartography students agreed that ANZMapS would provide sole sponsorship of the Patricia Alonso prize.  The committee has also been investigating recipient institutions but cartography courses are in a state of flux so this is yet to be finalised.

Martin Woods thanked committee members Amy Griffin, Maggie Patton, Brendan Whyte, Karen Craw, Larry Robbins and Chandra Jayasuriya for their involvement over the past year.

5. Business Manager’s Report (tabled)
Business Manager Amy Griffin spoke to her report which was distributed to the meeting.

Amy reported that following lengthy notice to unpaid members, 30 had been removed from the members register. 21 of these were New Zealand members, and the previous committee has undertaken to approach all individually.

Modernising of the financial system continued with the successful use of “Eventbrite” for the conference registration and we are working towards the ability of members to join the Society on-line.
Discussion

Some members queried the need for a paper edition of the Globe and the savings to be made with electronic only especially in the processing costs to institutions. Brendan responded that a print copy was favoured by members and it was not practical in the current form to provide the Globe electronically to all members. Martin added that the Globe provided a physical presence for the Society in various locations thus acting as an advertisement for the Society. There was no other journal like it in the region with its unique mix and gave authors a means of publication. There would be no savings by reducing the print run due to economies of scale. Postage was included in the cost of the distribution. 
Les Isdale noted reduced royalties with fewer printed copies. Brendan responded that royalties came from copyright fees on copied articles, not from the print run size.  Until issue 54 copyright vested with authors, so these issues are unable to be put online without each author’s permission. Since issue 54 the copyright also vests with the Society, and so only issues from 54 on are available to and through digital providers. 

Amy noted that the workload for volunteer committee members would be increased if required to sort out who gets electronic only and keep up with changes to this.

8. General Business
1). Joint IMTA/MSIA/ANZMapS Conference 2012
Martin reported on recent meetings regarding a joint conference in Brisbane to be held in conjunction with IMTA and MSIA, July 8-10 2012.  Positives including a larger attendance number of 150 to 200 expected with exposure to a wider audience and , map vendors. Martin reported that the committee had agreed to enter into further planning of the event, and would proceed subject to a memorandum of understanding that provided ANZMapS with benefits and  guaranteed no exposure to loss. Detailed planning would then proceed with representation from each organisation on a dedicated organising committee. The location/timing was designed to allow Asia-Pacific participation. The question was raised whether the length of time from this AGM to the next if held in conjunction with the time conference was an issue, however Martin referred to previous Constitutional changes which stipulate only that General Meetings are to coincide with each Annual Conference, and that the timing of the conference is not fixed. The Queensland State Library venue has been tentatively booked for 8 – 10th July 2012.

Les Isdale asked if papers from the conference would be in the Globe. Brendan said he hoped so.
