(c) to improve the skills and status of persons working in with map collections; and

(d) to promote communication between producers, users and curators of maps.

Special Resolution 2.  Option A.

The constitution be amended as follows:

Clause 3. The Society shall consist of Ordinary, Institutional Emeritus and Student members

and such Honorary members as may be elected. Honorary members and Financial

members....

Clause 6 Emeritus membership shall be open to Ordinary members who have been financial

members for at least ten years and who can satisfy the Committee that they are not in

receipt of full‐time salary or wages. An Emeritus member shall have the same rights as an

ordinary member and shall pay a subscription set by the Committee that shall be as nearly as

practicable two‐thirds of the ordinary subscription.

Student membership fees shall be at a rate lower than those of other classes of members.

Change the wording of the clauses listed below to read...

Clause 10.  Nomination for Honorary membership together with supporting evidence for such a distinction shall be submitted in writing to the committee by a minimum of six Honorary Emeritus and Ordinary or financial members eligible to vote .members Approval for election as an Honorary member shall be by a 75% majority vote of Honorary and Emeritus or Ordinary financial members eligible to vote members who are present at a General Meeting ...

Clause 15.  General Meetings to consider business shall be held to coincide with each Annual Conference. The quorum at a General Meeting shall be ten Honorary and financial members eligible to vote Emeritus, Ordinary and Institutional members who are present at a General Meeting ...

Clause 16. Except as otherwise provided in the Constitution, all questions before a General Meeting shall be decided by a majority of the votes of the Honorary members and financial Emeritus, Ordinary and  financial members eligible to vote who are present ...  

Clause 17.  The general business of the Society shall be conducted by a committee of Honorary and eligible financial Emeritus and Ordinary members consisting of a President ...

Clause 20.  .... Only Honorary members, and those Emeritus and Ordinary eligible members who are financial, may be nominated for election to any office in the Society.

Clause 22.    ... Proxy votes must be signed by an Honorary member or a financial Emeritus, individual Ordinary or Institutional member.

Clause 25.  The Committee shall have the power to fill extraordinary vacancies by co-option of Honorary members and eligible financial Emeritus and Ordinary members. ...

Clause 31.  Any motion to alter the Constitution or Statement of Purposes shall be sent to the Secretary in writing over the signatures of not fewer than five Honorary or Emeritus or Ordinary financial members eligible to vote, not less than... 
Moved Greg Wood and Seconded Victor Prescott.

Votes in favour 31, votes against 2.

Special Resolution 5.

Existing Clause 18 be amended to read:

“18. The functions of the Committee are to conduct the business of the Society and to represent the members of the Society in pursuit of the purposes defined in Clause 2.  negotiations affecting Australian and New Zealand map curatorship, and allied interests.  It shall prepare an annual report that shall be circulated to all Honorary and financial members prior to the General Meeting.

Moved Brian Marshall and Seconded Dorothy Prescott.

Special Resolution 6.

Clause 17 be amended as follows:

17(1).  The general business of the Society shall be conducted by a Committee comprising honorary and eligible financial members consisting of;

(a)  the members elected as President, Vice President, Secretary and Business Manager;

(b) two other Committee members elected at a General Meeting;

(c) the Editor of The Globe (ex-officio);

e) the President in the preceding 12 months, if that person is not otherwise elected under the provisions of sub-paras (a) and (b) above (ex officio);

f) one additional member, if co-opted under the provisions of paragraph XXX below, to ensure a minimum level of Trans Tasman representation (co-opted).

Carried unanimously.

Special Resolution 7.

Add to existing Clause 17: 

17(2) The office bearers of the Society are the President, Vice president, Secretary and Business Manager. No member shall hold the same office bearer position for more than four consecutive years.

Moved Greg Wood and Seconded Judith Scurfield.

Votes in favour 33, votes against 1.

Carried.
Special Resolution 8.

Clause 25 be amended to read:

“The Committee shall have the power to fill extraordinary vacancies by co-option of Honorary members and Emeritus and Ordinary financial members.  Such co-opted officers shall hold office until the next General Meeting, and have the same voting rights and responsibilities as an elected office-bearer or Committee member.

Moved Victor Prescott and Seconded Brian Marshall.

Carried unanimously.

Special Resolution 9.

Insert new Clause to read :

a) If there is not at least one elected office-bearer or Committee member of the Society who is resident in New Zealand, the Committee will co-opt a suitable member resident in New Zealand to the Committee if one is available;

b) if there is not at least one elected office-bearer or Committee member of the Society resident in Australia, the Committee will co-opt a suitable member resident in Australia to the Committee if one is available.

Special Resolution 10.

Insert new Clause as follows: 

The Globe

1. The Society shall on a regular basis publish a journal which is to be called the Globe.
2. The President, after consulting the Committee, shall select an appropriately qualified member of the Society to be the Editor of the Globe. 

3. An Editor may be removed from office by the Committee following the provisions of Paragraph 24 (c).

4. The Editor may select an Advisory Board to assist him having particular regard to including members who can facilitate the peer review of articles.

5. The Editor, after consultation with the Committee, periodically shall publish for consideration and comment by members a document that outlines the editorial, operational and commercial policy of the Globe.

It was moved Greg Eccleston and Seconded Brendan Whyte that Special Resolution 10 be amended so that      the journal be referred to as The Globe (rather than the Globe), and the text ‘on a regular basis’ shall be deleted.

Special Resolution 11.

Proposal:  So as to most logically incorporate into the existing text of the Constitution the Registrar’s changes, and the texts of any resolutions agreed to by the special general meeting, the Committee is authorized to alter the sequence and numbering of the clauses in the ANZMapS Constitution prior to submitting to the registrar.

Special Resolution 12.

Proposal: Add to Model Rule 27 the following Clause:

President’s Report for 2009/10

Progress through the year

2009 has been a year of implementation and change, much of which followed the decisions of members taken at the Annual General Meeting, held in Brisbane on March 15 2009, marking the beginning of the Australian & New Zealand Map Society (ANZMapS). 

The year began with the joint ANZMapS and MSIA conference, held in Brisbane on 16-18 March, “300 Years of Mapping: The Past 150 Years and Next 150 Years”.  There can be no doubting the historic nature of the 2009 AGM and conference. For the first time, a conference was held under the unified countenance of members from two long standing cartographic societies. 

The conference provided good opportunities for contributors to reflect on past achievements, and future challenges. From the opening keynote, provided by Professor William Cartwright, which traced the development of multimedia cartography, papers provided numerous historical insights and examples of practical design, production of cartographic products and services, at a national level and on much smaller scales. The conference was a resounding success, and events such as these cannot proceed without the efforts of a few dedicated individuals. Credit is due to the organisers, Adam Ladhams, Adella Edwards, and John McCormack. 

At the AGM those present of the Australian Map Circle voted unanimously to merge with the New Zealand Map Society. The merger resolution also changed the Constitution to give immediate effect to the merger. At the time of their amalgamation in March 2009 the respective Australian and New Zealand map societies adopted the constitution of the Australian Map Circle with some limited changes mainly to reflect the new name.  

However the Executive Committee indicated that it proposed to review the Constitution with the aim of making it more relevant and forward looking, and the operation of ANZMapS more efficient.  A great deal of work was subsequently undertaken, first by a fact-finding sub-committee comprising Greg Wood and Michael Ross, who were co-opted to identify the basic proposals for consideration. Subsequently, the Registrar mandated the insertion of three additional provisions to bring the ANZMapS Constitution into line with the Model Rules established under the Act.  

The largest task undertaken by your committee, and I would suggest the most important, has been the development of the Constitutional special resolutions for consideration by the membership. Among the challenges facing ANZMapS, renewing membership and attracting younger members while maintaining important instruments such as the annual conference and the Globe, will be a key and ongoing preoccupation. The creation of a new society provides excellent opportunities for renewed effort and to welcome new ideas. It is expected that implementation  of the resolutions before the AGM will have a bearing on the success of ANZMapS in its mission to promote interest in historical and contemporary cartography and cartographic collections, and the interests of those who work with them.  

The design of each proposal has been carefully crafted, following a lengthy consultation process, needed to ensure effective input by the members. A great debt is owed to Greg Wood, who has spent many hours researching, discussing, drafting and redrafting clauses for inclusion in the final set of proposals to be decided upon today. 

In terms of the merger, while there can be little doubting the sense of loss that may occur at such times, particularly for New Zealand members in transferring membership across to the new society, it was particularly pleasing to have Brian Marshall join the Executive, and play such an active role from the commencement of the new society. 

A number of other important tasks were undertaken during the year. These were as follows:

· New Zealand Map Society proceeded with its winding up process, and the members voted to remit the balance of the Society’s funds to the amalgamated Society. 

· A new logo design was developed, and incorporated into the website and other organs.

· A new design for The Globe was implemented for issue #64. 

· The printing and distribution tasks for The Globe were centralised in Canberra, and a new printer engaged. 

· A new website was implemented. The site is run from a generic content management system and is easier to develop than previously, making updates more immediate. The site has the capacity to add news items and other features. Online payments for conferences is planned for a later iteration. 

· The conference for 2010 was developed and scheduled for April 7-9, to be held in Adelaide after an absence of some years. The support and sponsorship of the National Library, State Library of South Australia, several government agencies and departments and private companies has been a feature of the conference planning. The conference is to address environmental themes, under the banner "Mapping Climate: an Environment for Change” climate for mapping". 

· The two societies shared emphasis on developing the skills and status of people working with map collections, reflected in a Workshop, aimed at collection management  sponsored by National & State Libraries Australia (NSLA), was incorporated into the conference schedule.

Other notices

The Estelle Canning Memorial Prize for best paper at the 2009 conference was awarded to Brendan Whyte for his paper on his dual language Street map of the cities of Ubon Ratchathani & Warin Chamrap, 2008.

The Patricia Alonso Prize – Certificate of Appreciation received from Geospatial Science Students Association for donation of this Prize.

The conference for 2011, to be held in Sydney, will be a welcome opportunity to renew acquaintances and enjoy the hospitality of the State Library of New South Wales. The last NSW conference was held in 2003, at Macquarie University, and the last to be held at the State Library, in 1991.

Dorothy Prescott Prize

As members will know, the Estelle Canning Memorial Prize was endowed by Victor and Dorothy Prescott, in memory of the AMC’s Vice-President 1997-98, who passed away on 20 September 1999.  As announced at the 2009 AGM, the Estelle Canning Memorial Prize is to be discontinued after 10 years of support from Dorothy and Victor. I am pleased to announce that a prize in Dorothy name is to be developed, in recognition of her long and valued service. Dorothy Prescott was one of the early members and she has served in many capacities. It has been a very important part of her life and her enthusiasm for its continuance is as strong as ever. Sincere thanks is due to Dorothy and Victor for the provision of the prize since 2000, which has been both motivator and emblem for the AMC. We are sure the Dorothy Prescott Prize will be likewise highly valued and inspiring to ANZMapS.

The Prize will continue to be awarded to the author presenting the best paper, as judged by a panel appointed by the ANZMapS President, at each Conference from  2010 onwards. The certificate will be awarded following the conference, and the prize money will be sent to the winner once the winning paper:

• is submitted for publication to The Globe Editorial Committee,

• is corrected or amended by the winner as required by the editorial referees, and

• is accepted for publication in The Globe by the Editorial Committee.

Representations

Over the past year I have represented ANZMapS on committees and at events, including:

· From Paper to Screen: Putting Maps on the Web, National Library of Scotland, Edinburgh, 9-11 September 2009.

· Standards Australia; contribution to ANZ standard Bibliographic elements.

· IFLA, Standing Comm. Geography and Map Libraries 2010.

Into the future

The necessary focus for the future must be on sustaining an active society, by encouraging increased membership participation. This can be achieved in part through developing effective partnerships with colleague organisations, and participation in industry events that generate interest in maps, and ANZMapS in particular. 

The Workshop conducted at this year’s conference has been enabled by participation of some of Australia’s key libraries, and this relationship can only benefit ANZMapS. 

Mention should be made too, to the introduction of a novel element in this year’s conference program. It is hoped that Bring in a Map will not only test the knowledge of members but garner interest in ANZMapS at future conferences.

The redevelopment of the ANZMapS website using a state-of-the-art publishing platform with a focus on web standards, and usability, will assist in both internal communications, and communication our interests further afield. The system will allow us to enable some up to the minute communication tools, including Blog by email, blogroll, online chat, image and video uploads, RSS Feeds, and News posts. Activating and utilising some of these capabilities will be a necessary part of sustaining ANZMapS.

Finally I wish to say a special thanks to:

· Adella Edwards for her outstanding and energetic service on the Executive over the years. Adella’s practical ideas and imaginative input is always welcome.

· Brian Marshall for his sustained (30 yrs) contribution to the New Zealand Map Society, and latterly for his wise counsel and work on ANZMapS Executive as Secretary and editor of the Newsletter. 

· Greg Wood for a Herculean effort this year, not only curating an exhibition of maps at the National Library of Australia, but finding time to remodel a Constitution and run a conference.

Business Manager’s Report for 2009 
Membership Report 
At 31 Dec 2009 the ANZMapS register of members includes a total of 193 members; of these 24 (12%) are exempt from paying membership fees. During the year fifty-one new members joined the ANZMapS (forty-two through the merger with the NZMS) and two members resigned from ANZMapS. 

Members become non-financial if their membership fees for the current year are not paid by 31 March. During 2009, 87 members who had not renewed their membership for 2009 or earlier were removed from the Register of members. A further 98 (51%) of members have not paid their 2010 membership renewal; these members have been sent an invoice for 2010 membership as a ‘final reminder’ and will be removed from the Register if they fail to renew by 31 Mar 2010. 

Financial Report 
The ANZMapS Accounts for 2009 were audited by Ewan Smith CPA. Members’ funds at 31 Dec 2009 were $30,802, representing a deficit for 2009 of $2,056. This does not include any amounts inherited from the New Zealand Map Society ($NZD 5,960.71). The ANZMapS executive has not yet made a final determination about what to do with these funds. Although we ran a deficit in 2009, many expenses were one-off expenses related to the merger, such as the design of a new logo.

The primary source of funding for the ANZMapS is membership fees; interest earned on the ANZMapS bank account and term deposits supplement this. Other sources of income are minor. Other ANZMapS activities, such as the annual conference, aim to break even rather than be a source of income, to keep costs as low as possible for members. The major expense is printing and postage of The Globe. 

ANZMapS membership fees were last increased in 2009. During the 2009 the ANZMapS Executive reviewed actual ANZMapS income and expenditures. Based on this it was decided to retain membership fees at their current levels for 2010.

A priority for the Business Manager this year is to continue the modernization of the organization’s membership management systems. We hope to introduce web-based membership renewals by 2011.

I would also like to take this opportunity to thank John Cain for all of his assistance over the last year in transitioning the business manager role to Canberra.

The Globe editor’s report for the year 2009.

Issues 62: I reported at the conference in Brisbane in April 2009 that issue 62 was awaiting my obtaining Adobe Acrobat software in order to format it for the printers. The software was duly received, and the issue was formatted in Thailand and then sent to Melbourne for printing mid-year.

Issue 63: After my migration back to Australia in August 2009, issue 63 was completed in Canberra and printed in Melbourne towards the end of the year.

There had been lengthy delays between the completion of an issue ready for publication and the actual printing and mailing due to the distance between the editorial location in Thailand (or Canberra), and that of the printer/mailer in Melbourne. In early 2010 a new printer was therefore found in Canberra, at ANU. This also coincided with the design of a new logo for the society under its new name. The new logo necessitated a redesign of the cover and title page of The Globe, and costings from the new printer allowed an upgrade to a colour cover, which should make future issues more eye-catching, and hopefully encourage a greater readership. We are also now able to incorporate at least four colour pages in each issue, and if individual authors want to pay to include additional colour pages above this standard allowance, the cost to the author will be significantly reduced from previous issues. 

Issue 64, utilising the new printer, new logo and new colour was completed in February and mailed to members in mid-March. The service, speed, quality and convenience of the new printer are all more than satisfactory. I am aware that I made an error in only partially revising the preface to this issue, but apart from this, feedback is welcomed on the new look and general layout.

New members and non-members can purchase copies of this latest issue here at the conference, as can members desiring additional copies.

Looking ahead, issue 65 is almost finalised, and assuming no major problems with the final paper for it, which is still in review, it should be published later this year. Material is also accumulating for issue 66, and I hope a number of papers from this current conference will be forthcoming for publication in The Globe.

Academic ranking: Several years ago The Globe was recognised by the Department of Education, Science and Technology (DEST) as publishing peer-reviewed papers, and included on a formal DEST listing to that purpose. This allowed academics who published with us to score points (and funding) for their faculty in the Department’s audits of higher education faculty performance. This list was subsequently closed, and a new journal ranking system was revealed (to much criticism among editors and academics in various disciplines) in February this year. Journals from around the world in which Australian academics have or are likely to publish have been ranked A+, A, B or C based on various factors. The exact formula used is unknown, and this has been the cause of some concern in various disciplines, because seemingly desirable journals in which to be published have ranked below others of apparently lower desirability or disciplinary worth. The Globe has been ranked at C, which is of course the bottom of the rankings, but just by being on the list at all I think this at least keeps us on the radar of academics, who are not only required to publish or perish, but to publish in DEST-approved places or perish. I have been heartened by discussion amongst Australian geographers that many will continue to choose their publication outlet on the basis of the readership and orientation of the journal, and not simply on the basis of government-preference. But it is important that we keep an eye on the bureaucratic academic auditing and funding systems, and improve out quality where possible (given that we are not a specifically academic organisation), to ensure The Globe remains a viable journal publication outlet for academics in Australia, NZ and elsewhere. 

As usual, the editor requests members bring to his attention any new maps or books on exploration, mapping and the other subjects of interest to ANZMapS, so that suitable reviews can be arranged. This is particularly important given the state-based arrangement of mapping in Australia. If your state or territory has produced a new map-related product, please let me know!

Finally, I would like once again to formally acknowledge the painstaking proofreading of each issue undertaken by the incomparable Greg Eccleston. I would also like to thank John Cain for his work in dealing with our Melbourne printer/mailer for issues 62 and 63.
